POST-GAME NOTES AND QUOTES

The Bucs produced both the longest passing play and the longest rushing play today
that they have ever achieved at Tampa Stadium.

The 8l-yard touchdown pass from Doug Williams-to-Jimmie Giles was the Bucs' longest
pass play either at home or on the road, exceeding the 77-yard Williams—to~Kevin House
pass of two weeks ago at Oakland. The previous long pass play by the Bucs at Tampa
Stadium was a 66-yard touchdown pass from Williams-to-Giles vs. Detroit on September 1, 1979.
That was also Giles previous career long reception.

Jerry Eckwood's 59-yard run was the second longest run ever by 4 Buc and the longest
ever at Tampa Stadium. Eckwood has the team record for longest rum, 61 yards for a touchdown,
at Chicago on September 30, 1979. He has now had four 100-yard games in his career, three
vs. the Bears. :

CHICAGO COACH NEILL ARMSTRONG: "Tampa Bay played one of the best games I've seen them
play. Doug Williams played superbly. The pass ‘to House really set us back. The story
of the game was the Bucs made the big play and we didn't. The turning point in the game
I felt was Green's interception. I felt we were going in at the time.

(Hugh Green) - "I told you he is a super player who is getting better each game and he
showed it today."

(the pass to Giles) — "We had double coverage on the backs. Giles lost the linebacker
at the line and had nothing but wide-open field." .

(injuries) - "Wilson has badly sprained the ankle he's had trouble with in the past.
We don't know yet about Terry Schmidt." X-rays on Schmidt's ankle were reported to
be negative.

T saw in an interview with the Bears where we didn't have any patience. So we put him in
this week, we got him on waivers from Green Bay, Charley Patience. We're going to get

a patience coach, an emotion coach and a field goal coach."
