of the New York Giants who carried 43 times Nov. 20, 1983 against Philadelphia.

Wilder's previous career high carry total was 42 at Pittsburgh Oct. 30, 1983. At that
time it was an NFL record until Woolfolk broke it. The 100-yard rushing game for Wilder. .
(172) is his second this season and the fourth of his career. It was the fourth time

~ in his career he's combined for 100-plus yards rushing and receiving. He's now

done that 15 times in his career, a Buc record. He caught 4 passes for 44 yards, combined
with 172 rushing to give him 216 combined yards. He now has 759 -total yards from
scrimmage in 1984, He was leading the NFL going into tonight's game with 543.
